We will carefully 
assess all applications to ensure that grants are targeted on areas of real need.  
 
Our help will be based on 4 basic themes: Healthcare, education, development of 
infrastructure and food relief. It is well known that poverty is inseparably linked 
to poor health. Children are of course amongst the most vulnerable to illnesses 
and diseases. We will donate money for basic food staples such as rice, wheat, 
flour and lentils; build schools, dormitories, playgrounds and buy medicines and 
medical equipment. Education is our priority. We will send children to school 
and follow their education  over the years.

BHT is a temple located about 20k from Ayuthaya. It is about 1.5 hr from 
Bangkok

students has increase to about 120.
